2. Statistical data of business aviation in Japan in 2009 

In 2009, 55 Japan registered business aviation airplanes landed 5661 times at airports in Japan, which was 9% less than 6223 times of 2008. 740 foreign registered business aviation airplanes landed 1980 times in Japan, which dropped 3% compared with 2046 times of 2008. The decrease of number is considered to be still affected by the recent worldwide strict economic situation. 

3. “Tokyo is welcoming more business aviation ” ( Deregulation at Tokyo Haneda &

      Japanese Government changed its attitude toward the business aviation recently and 

JCAB started relaxation of the regulations, improving the facilities and increasing 

the landing slots for business aviation. 
Improvements are small and gradual at this moment, but those are very good and important   signs of progress.

As reported in the last GB, one Japanese operator started preparing to gain IS-BAO registration last year. That company, Okayama Air Service, obtained IS-BAO registration in Jun 2010 . It is the first approved IS-BAO registered operator in Japan .
